Micromorphology is the branch of earth science that describe, 
interprets the components, features and fabrics of soil, regolith 
material at the microscopic and submicroscopic levels. The aim of 
the course is to provide the students with the fundamental 
knowledge of the micromorphology to solve problems related to 
soil genesis, classification, management, including soil and 
sediment characterization in paleopedology and archeology. The 
first step in this process is identification of the components and 
analysis of the fabric, followed by its description.

The student 
must have acquired preliminary knowledge of pedology and 
microscopy.
